2) Junior-to-mid level officials nominated by their Governments
3) Selected by ESCAP against TORs

4) 9 months plus possibility of 9 months extension

5) Expert on mission status, not staff member

6) Salaries and health insurance paid by their governments

7) Travel related expenses and stipend paid by ESCAP
