Biographical Summary of His Excellency Tun Dato’ Seri Utama Haji Abduliah bin
Haji Ahmad Badawi, 5th Prime Minister of Malaysia (2003—-2009)

Early Life and Education

Tun Abdullah Ahmad Badawi was born into a respected religious and political family. His
grandfather, Syeikh Abdullah Fahim, was a prominent Islamic scholar and nationalist,
while his father, Ahmad Badawi, was a religious teacher and politician. This heritage
shaped his deep-rooted values in religion, integrity, and public service.

He received his early education in Penang and pursued higher education at the University
of Malaya, where he graduated with a Bachelor of Arts degree in Islamic Studies in 1964.
Upon graduation, he joined the Malaysian civil service, where he served in various
administrative capacities, including in the Home Ministry.

Political Career

Tun Abdullah began his political career in 1978 when he was elected as a Member of
Parliament for Kepala Batas, a seat he held continuously until his retirement in 2013. He
was appointed to the Cabinet in 1981 and subsequently held several key ministerial
portfolios including:

. Minister in the Prime Minister's Department (1981—1984)
. Minister of Education (1984—1986)

. Minister of Defence (1986—1987)

. Minister of Foreign Affairs (1991-1999)

. Minister of Home Affairs (1999-2004)

He also served as Deputy Prime Minister from 1999 to 2003 under the administration of
Tun Dr. Mahathir Mohamad.

Prime Ministership (2003—2009)

On 31 October 2003, Tun Abdullah was sworn in as Malaysia's 5th Prime Minister,
succeeding Tun Dr. Mahathir Mohamad. His leadership marked a shift toward a more
canciliatory and people-centric governance style. He prioritized good govornanco, civil
service reform, anti-corruption efforts, and interfaith dialogue. He also introduced the
concept of Islam Hadhari, or Civilizational Islam, aimed at promoting a progressive and
inclusive understanding of Islam compatible with modern development.



Under his stewardship, Malaysia experienced strong economic growth and stability. His
administration placed emphasis on agriculture, biotechnology, and rural development. He
launched several strategic development corridors and championed regional integration,
especially within ASEAN.

In the 2004 general election, Barisan Nasional won a historic landslide victory, securing
over 90% of parliamentary seats. However, the 2008 general election witnessed
significant losses for the coalition, which led to his eventual decision to step down in April
2009, handing over the premiership to his then-Deputy, Dato’ Sri Najib Tun Razak.

Post-Premiership and Legacy

After retiring from active politics, Tun Abdullah remained a respected elder statesman. He
has contributed to national discourse through involvement in research, policy foundations,
and advisory roles, particularly on Islamic affairs and interfaith relations. He is known for
his commitment to moderation, unity, and public accountability.

In recognition of his service and contributions to the nation, he was conferred the country’s
highest federal title of “Tun” in 2009, among many other national and international
honours.

Tun Abdullah is widely remembered for his humble demeanour, his integrity, and his
emphasis on moral leadership. Fondly known as “Pak Lah” by the rakyat, his premiership
is often regarded as a period of relative openness, tolerance, and institutional reform.
